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The welcome demise of Apartheid in 1994  heralded many positive changes in South Africa.There has, however, been an increase in crime related behaviours among youth.The reasons for this are multifactorial. Inorder to address this issue,there has  been several programmes,both regionally and nationally ,which have achieved  vastly variable measures of success.This paper discusses one programme,the "I'm Cool Like That" Safety Ambassadors Programme,which is  based on the premise that crime can be reduced by creating community partnerships that lead to pro-social community action and the supportive environment that is conducive for individual and group change.The model, as well as the results and evaluation of the pilot programme will be discussed
